Component Features

./MegaServ

· Supports upto 12 MegaRAID adapters in the system

· Checks consistency of eligible logical drives of all MegaRAID cards at scheduled time,if enabled so. Default schedule is midnight Sunday.

· Reports consistency progress frequently, if scheduled so (since ver 3.4). Otherwise in an infrequent manner (every 15-minutes interval).

· Reports consistency-checking completion on detection of “100% progress” or “consistency check state change”(i.e. from was-in-consistency-checking to no-more-in-consistency checking). Distinctive message for “Background Init”/”Consistency Check”.

· Reports failure history of a physical drive

· Monitors Battery Health on cards fitted with battery. It does not report absence of battery.

· Reports SMART events for every 60 seconds, if not disabled so.

· Monitors Rebuild and Initialization progress %

./MegaCtrl

· Allows start/stop/pause/resume of service 

· Consistency schedule definition for service

· Allows SMART polling interval definition

· Allows Aborting of running consistency activities 

· Consistency progress reporting interval definition (“-logProgXXX”) since ver 3.4

· Allows user to provide a name for the log file (Default is megaserv.log).

· Logs some of the messages (for NEC) in /var/log/messages also thru syslog
