Read these instructions before use and keep them safe. If you pass
the dryer on, pass on the instructions too. Remove all packaging, but
keep it till you're satisfied the dryer is working.
it in the bathroom or near water contained in a bath-tub, @
basin or any other vessel, and don't use it outdoors.

e This dryer must be used only by or under the direct supervision of
a responsible adult.

e Hair lacquers and fixing sprays contain flammable material. Don't
spray while using the dryer.

e Don't direct hot air from the dryer towards the eyes or other areas
sensitive to heat such as the face and neck. You might like to wrap
a towel round the neck to protect it.

¢ Take special care when using the dryer near children or anyone who
is insensitive to heat.

Anyone with a reduced sensitivity to heat may not realise when too
much heat is directed towards the skin, and may suffer as a result.

e Store and use the dryer out of reach of children.

e Switch the dryer off before putting it down, even if it's "just for a
minute”.

e Don't leave the dryer unattended while plugged in.

e Keep the air inlet free of dust and fluff.

e Don't let the air inlet or outlet get even partially blocked - the dryer

may overheat. If it does overheat, the safety cut-out will operate
and the dryer will stop working.
If this happens, switch off, unplug, and let it cool down fully.
Remove any blockage to the airflow before trying to use the dryer
again. If the cut-out continues to operate or cuts out again, even
when there is no obvious blockage, return the dryer for service (see
"After sales service").

e Use setting 1 (low) when using an attachment, to avoid overheat-
ing.

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS
Take basic safety precautions, including:
e Don't put your dryer in water or any other liquid. Don't use
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e After using an attachment (brush or comb), let it cool before
removing or remove with a towel, to avoid burning your fingers.

¢ Don't use attachments or accessories other than those we supply.

e Let the dryer and attachments cool before cleaning and storing
away.

e Don't use the dryer for any purpose other than those described in
these instructions.

e Don't twist or kink the mains lead, and don't wrap it around the
dryer.

¢ Don't operate the dryer if it's damaged or malfunctions. If the mains
lead is damaged, return the dryer in order to avoid hazard.

Household use only

On/Off/Heat/Speed switch

Use setting 1 (low) when using an attachment, to avoid overheating,
and for more precise control when styling.

For drying, you'll no doubt have your own preferences, but, as a gen-
eral guide, use 2 for rough drying. For blow drying (no attachments)
use 2 for thick, heavy hair, and low (1) for finer hair. To switch the dryer
off, move the switch to 0.

Turbo button
When you're using the low setting, pressing the Turbo button will give
you a quick blast at high heat/speed.

Cool

It's not really "cool”, it's cooler than the other settings. Use Cool to
help set the hair after drying and styling. It'll take a few seconds for the
dryer to cool down from the normal setting.

General

1. Wash and condition your hair then rough-dry.

2. Add mousse or light setting agents evenly through the hair for pro-
tection, body/volume and a longer lasting style.

3. Slide the styling attachment firmly over the air outlet.

4. Start styling your hair at the back and work forwards.

5. Let the attachment cool down before removing or remove it with a
towel.

Blow drying (no attachments)

Hold the dryer about 20 cm (8 inches) away from the hair while drying.
For extra fullness, when your hair is dry or almost dry, bend forward to
hold your head upside down, direct the airflow up from underneath,
and move it to and fro. Don't bend too far (if you fall over, you'll proba-
bly break the dryer).

Fitting the attachments

Use setting 1 (low) when using an attachment, to avoid overheating.
To fit an attachment, simply line it up with the air outlet, and slide it up
the grooves on either side of the dryer. Slide it down again to remove.

Brush

Use the brush accessory instead of the hairdryer/styling brush combi-
nation you would normally use to add body and volume.

For single-handed blow waving, insert the brush into the hair as nor-
mal, then twist and lift/pull the brush through the section of hair.

You can use the brush instead of a styling brush to refresh most styles
and for final drying and brushing short cropped styles into shape.

Fine comb

Use the fine comb for "normal” combing, to straighten, and smooth
the hair.

Divide the hair into small sections then slowly slide the comb along
each section of hair to untangle and smooth as you dry.

Large comb

Use the large comb for spiky styles, and for root lift.

Lift a section of hair at the roots, fold it back against the scalp, then
release.

Take care not to entangle the section with surrounding hair lengths.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Switch the dryer off, unplug it and let it cool down.

Wipe the body of the dryer with a soft damp cloth. If necessary, use
a little washing-up liquid.

Hand wash the attachments in warm soapy water, rinse and dry
thoroughly.

Remove deposits from the air inlet and outlet by brushing with a
soft brush.

Don't put the dryer in water or any other liquid.

Don't use harsh or abrasive cleaning agents or solvents.
