The number of movies made using Dolby Digital since
1992 has exceeded 300 and continues to increase. For
compact disc players and laser disc digital sounds, 16 bits
are used to quantize the original analog audio waveform
and sampling is carried out at 44,100 times every sec-
ond. However because an enormous amount of record-
ing signal data is required for the multi channel system
with this method, AC-3 is used to compress the data.
Dolby Digital AC-3 is also the selected multichannel audio
format for DVD video discs.
