1. Move the 110V/220 V switch (inside the battery slot) to the local correct power.
2. Put the power cord plug in the AC socket to connect AC power.

3. The battery supply will automatically disconnect when power cord plug in the AC
socket.

RECEPTION OPERATION

Check Lock switch before operation

1. After installing batteries, if the LCD display the lock symbol O—n

you should cancel this function first, otherwise the radio cannot be turn on.

2. Press the lock switch (2) to cancel lock function.

3. When the radio is powered off or after selecting stations, you can make the

radio in lock state to avoid disoperation. Press the lock switch (12), LCD display Q-mn
means lock function works meanwhile other buttons don’ t work.

Power Switch

1. Press ON/OFF button (10) to turn on the radio meanwhile, the power indication (3)
will light up.

2. Press ON/OFF button to turn OFF the radio.

Band Switch
1. Turn on the radio press Band switch (14) to select FM, AM programs.
2. If select AM, move the Band switch (1), to choose MW/SW1-10 programs.

Tuner
1. Turn the Tuner (4) observe frequency on LCD and search the desired programs.
2. When tuning correctly, the station signal is strong, Tune (5) light will light up.

Electric digital volume figure

1. The radio can display 16 steps volume from low to high.

2. In the working state, press Hour / Volume + button (8), MIN / Volume - button (9) to
adjust optimum volume.

Light button
Light function is set in the radio for dark use, press the light (12) button, the LCD will
display green light, and will go off within 10 seconds.

Use Earphone
In order not to affect others, please insert the earphones in the Earphone socket (6) (the
speaker inside the radio is deactivate), you can listen to the radio by earphones.

Carrying handle
The radio is with earring handle convenient for earring outside.

CLOCK SETTING

Clock setting

1. 24 Hour system is used for the radio.

2. The LCD will display Beijing time 12:00 after installing batteries.

3. In the clock state, press the MODE (time setting/alarm on) once the time figure will
glitter.

4. Press HOUR/Volume + button (8), MIN/Volume -(9) within 3 seconds to set the time
you need.

5. You can set time in the same way when receiving.

Checking world time

1. In the OFF state, press BAND changeover button (14), the local mark will display, sec-
ond indication stop glitter.

2. Press the Hour button (8) to select world time from the first one, press the MIN button
(9) to select world time from the last one.

3. Stop selecting world time in 5 minutes, LCD will display "LOCAL", clock time is Beijing
time.

4. The time difference is calculated by hour, for the minute time is the same.

Attention: The local indication must be cancelled when checking world time.

ALARM FUNCTION

1. In the clock state, press MODE (13) twice, the LCD will display alarm symbol @
and the alarm on time will glitter.

2. Keep the HOUR button (8) pressed within 3 seconds, press MIN button (9) to adjust
minute and set the alarm time.

3. In the working state, also can set the alarm time in the same way.

4. The radio will auto turn on and receive programs, when the alarm time reaches
5.When using alarm function, the radio will auto turn off after 90 minutes.

SLEEP FUNCTION

1. In the clock state, press SLEEP button (7) once can turn on the radio, LCD display
SLEEP symbol and figure "90".

2. Keep the SLEEP button (7) pressed within 5 seconds can adjust sleep time. When the
sleep time reaches the radio will auto turn off. Changes law for sleep time 90-80-70-60-
50-40-30-20-10-clock setting (cancel sleep function)

3. In the working state, press SLEEP button (7), also can adjust sleep time.

4. Press SLEEP button (7) can cancel this function and continue to listen.

5. If you want to turn off the radio in advance, press ON/OFF button (10) to turn off.

USE ANTENNA

TO Receive MW Broadcast

Receiving MW broadcast by using the internal magnetic antenna, and you can get the
best reception by rotating directions of the radio.

TO Receive FM Broadcast
Receiving FM broadcast by using the telescopic antenna, please pull it out to get the
best reception by changing its length and directions.

TO Receive SW Broadcast
Receiving SW broadcast by using the telescopic antenna, please pull it out and keep it
vertical to get the best reception.

COMMON PROBLEMS & HANDLE

1. The MW and SW are strongly jammed by the TV set, fluorescent lamp, silicon con-
trolled table lamp, computer and motor and so on, please keep the radio away from the
above-mentioned electrical equipment, when using radio.

2. Reinforcing bar structure inside the multi-storied building and high building will
screen the broadcast signal; receiving near the window will improve reception effect.

3. The SW and FM broadcast will be strongly jammed by the nearby "BB" station signal.
You can improve reception effect by adjusting the length of the antenna and the angle of
the radio.

4. You can use the soft antenna, one end is stuck to the antenna, the other end is put
outside the window, it will improve SW and FM receiving effect.

5. The digit display radio is affected by the temperature, humidity and vibration and son
on, the digit frequency will maybe deviate. So in using time turn on function, if the fre-
quency deviates, please adjust to receive the correct station.

6. When the temperature is under -10°C in winter, it will cause the leakage of LCD, in
general, please avoid using the radio under low temperature.
