Please read these instructions before operating and retain for future reference.
DO NOT TOUCH HOT SURFACES, use the handle.

To protect against electrical hazards, do not immerse any part of the appliance
in water or any other liquid.

Close supervision is necessary when the appliance is near children.

Never leave the appliance unattended in use.

Always unplug from the plug socket when not in use and before cleaning,
Always allow the appliance to cool before cleaning or storing.

Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug, after an appliance
malfunctions, or if it has been damaged In any manner.

Do not let the power cord hang over the edge of a table or counter, touch hot
surfaces or become knotted.

Always store excess portion of the power cord in the storage compartment of
the base unit.

Do not place this appliance on or near a hot gas or electric burner; in or where
it could touch a heated oven, or microwave oven.

Exercise caution when carrying the kettle full of boiling water and when pour-
ing from it.

Always place the kettle on a flat surface and away from extreme heat.

Do not use a base unit other than the one supplied.

Do not, use the kettle to heat anything other than water.

Do not remove lid during boiling cycle.

Do not fill above 'max’ indication.

If this product is filled above the maximum level hot water may be ejected.
Ensure kettle is switched off before removing from base unit.

Do not fill kettle when positioned on base.

Do not allow kettle to boil dry. Allow to cool, unplug and refill with cold water.
Beware of steam being emitted from spout or lid especially during refilling.

Do not operate kettle if water level is below minimum.

HOW TO USE THE KETTLE

Filling

¢ Remove the kettle form the base unit before filling.

e Open the kettle lid. Now you can fill the kettle. However, don't forget to close
the lid after filling otherwise the kettle will not automatically switch off after use.

e Do not fill up to MIN indication to prevent the kettle running dry while operat-
ing.

e Do not fill with more than MAX indication (1,7 litres). Avoid overfilling to prevent

boiling water being ejected form around the top of the kettle.

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Switching on
e Place the kettle on the base unit, which is connected to a wall socket. The
appliance is switched on by pressing the switch. The pilot light will come on.

Switching off
e When the water has boiled the appliance switches off automatically.
e At any time you can switch the kettle off manually pressing the switch.

Switching on again

e |f switched off automatically, first allow the built-in thermal safety switch 15-20
seconds to cool down. Then you may switch on again.

e During the cooling down do not press the switch down as damage the operat-
ing mechanism.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning

e The kettle may be cleaned with a damp cloth.

e Soap or detergent can be used to remove troublesome stains. Do not use
aggressive and abrasive agents.

Limescale deposits

e Limescale is a calcareous deposits which is naturally formed when (more or
less) hard water is heated.

e Limescale is not harmful to your health. But if poured into your beverage it can
give a powdery taste to your drink.

e The scale filter is designed to prevent these scale particles from being poured
our by trapping them within the kettle.

Cleaning the scale filter

e |t is important that both the kettle and filter
are cleaned on a regular basic.

e Scale can be removed from the filter by run-
ning it under a tap whilst gently brushing
with a soft nylon brush or by soaking the fil-
ter in vinegar or a proper descaling agent.

Descaling

Descale the kettle regularly. With normal use at least twice a year.

Fill the kettle up to MAX with a mixture of one part ordinary vinegar and two
parts water. Switch on and wait for the appliance to switch off automatically.
Let the mixture remain inside the kettle overnight.

Throw the mixture away the next morning.

Fill the kettle with clean water up to MAX and boil again.

Throw away this boiled water to remove any remaining scale and vinegar. Rinse
the inside of the kettle with clean wart.
