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HINTS FOR IRONING

1. Sort out the articles to be ironed according to the type of fabric.
This will minimize the frequency of temperature adjustment for dif-
ferent garments.

2. Test ironing a small area on the backside or inside the garment if
you are unsure about the type of fabric. Start with a low tempera-
ture and increase gradually.

3. Wait for about three minutes before ironing heat sensitive fabrics.
Temperature adjustment needs certain time to reach the required
level no matter it is higher or lower.

4. Delicate fabrics such as silk, wool, velour, etc. are best ironed with
an ironing cloth to prevent shine marks.

HOW TO FILL WATER

Disconnect the iron from mains supply outlet.

Turn the Steam Control/Self-Cleaning knob to this position: X

Fill water through the inlet.

Fill up to “Max” level of the water tank.

It is advisable to use demineralized water or distilled water.
Do not use chemically descaled water or any other liquids for refilling.

1. Remove any protective films or stickers from the sole plate and the
cabinet.

2. Unwind and straighten the power cord.

3. Fill the water tank with tap water or distilled water (see How To Fill

Water).

Connect the iron to a suitable mains supply outlet.

Turn the Temperature Dial to “eee” (3-dot) position; pilot light

glows.

Pilot light goes off when the required temperature is reached.

Turn the Steam Control/Self-Cleaning Knob to this position:

Begin first time ironing with an old towel.

. When the water tank is empty and there is no more

steam produced; the preparation work is completed. The iron is ready

for proper use.
