CONNECTION
1. Connect the MAINS PLUG to a mains socket with 230 V ~ 50 Hz.

The time display will flash when the unit is connected to the power
supply for the first time, as well as when the power supply was dis-
rupted temporarily; the time must be set subsequently.

SETTING THE TIME

1. Hold down the TIME button and adjust the correct time using the
HOUR and MINUTE buttons.

SETTING THE ALARM TIME

1. Hold down the ALARM button and adjust the desired alarm time
using the HOUR and MINUTE buttons.

ACTIVATING THE ALARM FUNCTION

Chose one of the two possibilities:

1. Wake up with radio:

Adjust the VOLUME control as desired and tune to a RADIO STATION.
2. Wake up with buzzer:

Turn down the VOLUME by turning the VOLUME control towards the
buzzer position until you hear a click sound.

Now push the FUNCTION SELECTOR into the position ALARM ON.
The alarm function is now active which is indicated by the red LED in
the display area.

SWITCHING OFF THE ALARM
You have again two possibilities:

1. You may switch off the alarm temporarily by pressing the SNOOZE
button. The Alarm will be activated again after 9 minutes.

2. You may switch off the alarm for this day, by pushing the ALARM /
OFF button, the alarm will be activated again after 24 hours. Slide the
FUNCTION SELECTOR to OFF in order to deactivate the alarm com-
pletely.

SWITCHING THE RADIO ON

1. Turn the VOLUME control to a medium position.

2. Push the FUNCTION SELECTOR to RADIO ON.

3. Chose the desired frequency band FM1/FM2.

4. Use the TUNING button in order to select a desired radio station.

5. Push the FUNCTION SELECTOR to OFF in order to switch the radio
off.

FALLING ASLEEP WITH MUSIC
You may adjust a sleep interval between 1 hour 59 Minutes and 1

minute, if you want to fall asleep with music form the currently select-
ed radio station.

1. Hold down the SLEEP button. "0:59" appears in the display.

2. Adjust the sleep time interval using the HOUR and MINUTE buttons.
The radio will switch off automatically when the adjusted interval has
expired.

3. Push the SLEEP OFF button in order to deactivate the sleep func-
tion.

IMPORTANT NOTICE

The radio will start playing the next morning at the previously selected
volume level.

BACKUP BATTERY

You may insert a 9V battery (not included) into the unit in order to
avoid having to adjust the clock after the power supply has been tem-
porarily disconnected.

The backup battery cover is located at the bottom of the unit. You
should check the backup battery approximately once every 3 months.
Pull the mains plug from the socket and reconnect after app. 1
minute.

The battery must be changed, if the display is blinking. Always use
leak-proof batteries, in order to avoid damaging the unit.
